2023 Travel Logistics Recommendations
Tour event dates: Tuesday, September 26 to Monday, October 2, 2023

Please note when you are planning your travel, this year’s Tour des Trees is a point to point route beginning in Reno, NV and concluding in Half Moon Bay, CA.
Pre-Tour and Post-Tour Lodging.

We are currently finalizing our contracts with the host hotels in Reno, NV and Half Moon Bay, CA. Pre-Tour lodging and post-Tour lodging will be available at respective hotels, so those that want to spend a little time in the area before or after the Tour. Please note that any time you spend before or after the Tour at these hotels will be on your own and you’ll need to make separate reservations. 

Getting to and departing the Tour.

Since this year’s Tour des Trees is a point-to-point event, we strongly recommended that riders fly into Reno to the Reno-Tahoe International Airport (RNO) and fly out of the San Francisco International Airport (SFO). 

If you decide to drive to the start of the Tour, there are several options for getting yourselves back to Reno from Half Moon Bay: 
1. Please note that we hope to be able to offer a limited amount of space in our support caravan to shuttle riders who do drive in back to Reno. 
• Please let Jonathan (jcain@treefund.org) or Paul (pwoodbba@gmail.com) know of your intentions to drive in and your desire to join in the shuttle if there is available space. When we determine our available space to shuttle riders back, riders who have expressed a desire to join us will be selected on a first come basis and will be notified by Paul or Jonathan. 
• If you are driving and would like to offer your vehicle to be used in the support caravan please let Paul know and we’ll put in the pool for consideration. Vehicles will be selected based on: 

• Willingness to shuttle fellow riders back from Half Moon Bay and 

• Passenger & bike carrying capacity 
2. You can also fly back from San Francisco to Reno • United Airlines has a direct flight that departs at 8:38 am that gets into Reno around 9:37 am. 
3. You can take Amtrak’s California Zephyr from Emeryville, CA to Reno. There is a daily train only that departs at 9:10 am that gets into Reno at 3:56 pm. 
4. You can create your own carpool with your riding buddies and rent a one way vehicle.
Shipping Your Bike 

• You may ship your bike directly to the host hotel in Reno.

• Make sure your bike box is labeled with both your name and the Tour des Trees on it clearly. 

• Time your shipment to arrive at the Reno hotel between September 20 and September 22. 

• I recommended using Bike Flights to ship your bike. It is simple and very cost effective. I know that we’ve had a number of issues with Bike Flights, but I still think they are the best in the business. 

• We will also coordinate the ability to ship your bike home from our final destination after the Tour. Just make sure you have a prepaid sticker to affix to your bike box.
