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Tour des Trees Rider Illness Guidelines
Staying Home When Sick
People who have symptoms of respiratory or gastrointestinal infections, such as cough, fever, sore throat, vomiting, or diarrhea, should stay home. 

Responding to Outbreaks
If an event is experiencing a COVID-19 or other illness outbreak, they should consider adding prevention strategies. Strategies that can help reduce transmission during an outbreak include wearing well-fitting masks or respirators, screening testing, and case investigation and contact tracing. Early identification of cases to ensure that they leave the event and isolate is a critical component of outbreak response. 
Guidelines for individuals

If you feel ill during the event, it is important to notify event organizers as soon as possible. Successive steps taken by event organizers, based on the guidelines listed below, will be dependent on timing, exposure, and other factors and preventative strategy steps may include participants (those showing symptoms or not) being asked to isolate, remain in the current location, and/or exit the event and return home. Concurrent steps may be taken for those that may have been exposed to affected individuals.

By signing up and participating in Tour Des Trees

• I agree to voluntarily assume any, and all risks in any way related to the exposure to COVID-19 and any other communicable or infectious disease, including illness, injury, or death, and including without limitation, all risks based on the sole, joint, active or passive negligence, of any of the Released Parties. I acknowledge that my participation is entirely voluntary and there may be failure of other participants to abide by the Guest Health and Safety. It is my sole responsibility to communicate any changes to my general health to staff. I will be responsible for abiding by any updated Guest Health and Safety Protocols in effect at the time of my trip. 
• I agree to be financially responsible for personal accidents, medical expenses, medical evacuation, air ambulance, loss of effects, repatriation costs, costs required due to quarantine, and all other expenses which might arise as a result of loss, damage, injury, delay, or inconvenience to me (“Medical Costs”), and I agree to pay all Medical Costs as may be incurred on my behalf in relation to any impact due to COVID-19 or any other communicable or infectious disease on the Tour. 
• I acknowledge and understand that there may be no or limited access to adequate medical care facilities or supplies during the Tour. 
• I acknowledge and understand that if any participant, staff, contractor, or supplier has COVID-19 or any other communicable or infectious disease symptoms, or was exposed to COVID-19 or any other communicable or infectious disease, I may be subject to quarantine as directed by TREE Fund and/or Tour des Trees staff and that the tour maybe interrupted or terminated as a result. In such event, the Tour shall be considered to have been fully performed as if there had been no delay, interruption, or termination, and as if the Tour were completed and the responsibility for you or any supplier to provide further services shall cease without any liability on the part of you or the released parties to refund any part of the Tour price or any other costs or expenses. 
• I acknowledge and agree that if, at any point prior to the Tour or during the Tour, I am deemed not fit to travel, whether according to the CDC, a medical provider, organizers, or a third party engaged by organizers to determine a participant’s fitness to travel, I will not be able to start on or continue, as applicable, the Tour.
